Application packets are accepted anytime prior to the deadline – applicants may mail their 
application just as soon as it is completed! 
 
Award winners will be notified prior to April 1, 2012.  The scholarships will be awarded at the 
Scholarship Luncheon to be held on May 3, 2012.  Scholarship winners and their families are 
invited to attend the special ceremony (attendance is not mandatory).
